General matters
The title of the current academic journal is Tuberculosis and Respiratory Diseases (abbreviated name: Tuberc Respir Dis), and it priorly treats high-level academic manuscripts about experimental or clinical studies that might contribute to the development of medical etiology, diagnosis and treatment in cases of tuberculosis and respiratory diseases. Other types of manuscripts can be published following a review of the editorial board. The current journal is issued on the last date of each month.

Manuscripts to be submitted herein include Original Article, Review, Case Report, Image of the Month, Editorial and Letter to the Editor. 

Ethical guidelines for research and publication
The authors should conform to the ethical guidelines specified on Uniform Requirements for Manuscripts Submitted to Biomedical Journals (http://www.icmje.org/). 

In cases in which human subjects were examined in studies whose results are submitted to the current journal, the ethical guidelines specified on Declaration of Helsinki[www.wma.net] should be conformed. The relevant studies should be approved by the Institutional Ethics Board or Institutional Review Board of each medical institution. It should also be noted, if applicable, that study subjects submitted a written informed consent. In cases of the animal experimental studies, the experimental procedure should conform to the guidelines of the Institutional Ethics Board or regulations specified on NIH Guide for the Care and Use of Laboratory Animals. The editorial board reserves the right to ask the authors to submit patients’ informed consent and a letter of the approval signed by the Institutional Ethics Board, if applicable.

Disclosure of conflict of interest: The financial sponsorship should be endorsed in the acknowledgement. Any financial supports associated with the study, including stock or the consultation fees, should be disclosed on the inferior part of the manuscript. This should be declared with the signatures of all the authors.

In principle, the manuscripts with the same contents, which were formerly published on other journals, should not be published on the current journal. Simultaneously, any manuscripts that were published on the current journal should not be submitted to other journals. In cases in which the manuscripts will be submitted to other journals whose primary language and group of readers are different from those of the current journal, however, a duplicate publication should be permitted by both parties. The relevant notes should be endorsed in the cover of manuscripts. This is restrictively permitted in cases which fulfilled the criteria specified on the following literatures (Ann Intern Med 1997;126:36-47).

In regard to all the matters that are associated with the research ethics, such as ethical guidelines and plagiarism/duplicate publication/scientific misconduct, the procedures of review and processing are based on ‘The Ethical Guidelines for Medical Publication’ proposed by The Korean Association of Medical Journal Editors (KAMJE) (http://kamje.or.kr/publishing_ethics.html).

A submission of the manuscripts
All the manuscripts, the authors, check list and cover letter should be received via an on-line submission system (http://esubmit.lungkorea.org) of The Korean Academy of Tuberculosis and Respiratory Diseases (http://www.lungkorea.org). A submission of the manuscripts should be done by the first author in principle. But this can also permitted for co-authors.

Cover letter should describe the originality of the authors’ manuscript. If there are any publications, reports or writings that have previously made in other literatures, the corresponding sources should be declared. 

An agreement of the copyright transfer should be submitted vi a mail or a FAX, following the determination on a publication of the manuscript, as specified below:

A review of the manuscripts
The procedures of a review and editing of all the manuscripts that were submitted are performed via an on-line submission system (http://esubmit.lungkorea.org) of The Korean Academy of Tuberculosis and Respiratory Diseases (http://www.lungkorea.org). Methods for submitting manuscripts and reviewing them, troubleshooting methods for various problems that occurred during the review process and any questions and answers regarding the review process and other related matters can be confirmed on the above on-line system.

Submitted manuscripts are reviewed by more than two members of the editorial board and other specialists in the relevant fields, for which the compatibility to a publication of the manuscripts is determined by the editorial board. Then, the editorial board recommends to the authors to revise and to correct the defective matters. Once the authors receive the manuscripts to be revised, they should submit the revised manuscripts together with the details of a revision that the editorial board members pointed out for a re-submission of the manuscripts.
If necessary, according to the publication policy of editorial board, the style or format of manuscripts can be revised within a range where the original contents are not affected.
Any manuscripts that do not meet the criteria of current journal can be rejected. A determination of the publication and its order is made by the editorial board.
During a review process, unless there are specific causes, a lack of the re-submission of respondents to what editorial board members and publishing staffs pointed out and a revised manuscript within 90 days would be considered an abandoned publication and this would lead to a completetion of the manuscript review. 
Once the proof is completed and then asked the authors to finally review it, it should be submitted within a week.

Principles of the manuscript preparation 

■ Format

Manuscripts should be prepared using an MicroSoft Word programme (.doc) or an Are Ah Hanguel programme (.hwp). A font size should be 12, and a double space is allowed on a A4-sized paper. Then, a 3-cm blank space is also allowed in the left and right corner and the superior and inferior one. The numbers on each page of the manuscript should be placed in the central and inferior area in a sequential manner from the title page. 

The total number of pages should not exceed 30 pages of A4-sized papers for Original Article and thos for Case Report and Image of the Month should be smaller than 20. Letter to the Editor should not exceeded 2 pages.

The arrangement of manuscript contents shoud follow the order of title, English abstract, Key words, main text (Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results and Discussion), Acknowledgement, references, tables and figures. The beginning of each part should have new pages.

■ Language
Manuscripts should be composed in Korean or English. In cases in which a Korean language is used, the standard language should be The Latest Edition of Medical Glossaries which were published by Korean Medical Association. In cases in which there are any translated languages, it is a principle that the translated language should be used. In cases in which the translated language or its meaning are difficult to understand, however, the original language should be specified in a small parenthesis first appearing on the manuscript. Then, the translated language can be used. If there should be a lack of the appropriate translated language, the medical terminologies, proper nouns, drug names and units would be used as it is. 

Acronyms cannot be used if possible. In cases in which the use of acronyms is inevitable due to the repeated use of the same glossaries in the text, however, the acronyms should be expressed in a parenthesis when the corresponding glossaries first appeared on the manuscript and then can be used for the following text.
Human names, regional names and other proper nouns should be used with their original expressions. The numerals should be used in an Arabic expression. Laboratory measurements should be used in SI units SI (International System of Units). According to the requirement or recommendation of editorial board, non-SI units can be used in a parenthesis. A spacing is recommended between the numeral and the unit, in which % and ℃ should be used with no spacing with numerals.

■ Title page
The type of manuscripts, such as Original Article, Review, Case Report, Image of the Month and a Letter to the Editor, should be specified on the title page.

The title of manuscript, all the mames of authors and their current affiliations and running title should also be specified.

The title of manuscript should be created in Korean characters of < 40 in number, and its English title should be written in < 20 English words.

The names of all the authors and their current affiliations should be expressed using the name of academic instiution or organziation, the name of clinical department or laboratory institution and the names of authors (English manuscripts should have English expressions only). A comma should be placed next to the name and this should be followed by the final degrees such as M.D. or Ph.D. In cases in which the manuscripts were prepared by the co-authors whose current affiliations are different, the medical institutions where the corresponding research was mainly performed should be priorly expressed. For other medical institutions, the Arabic numerals without a parenthesis should be placed next to the corresponding authors and before their current affiliations in a superscript beginning with 2. 

In the lower part of the manuscript, an abbreviation of the manuscript title should be written in < 10 English words. Besides, Address for correspondence (name, address, phone number, fax number and e-mail) of the corresponding authors should also be specified. 

Any stocks or consulting fees that are associated with a conflict of the interest of the current research should be described on the lower part of the title page.

■ Abstract
For Original Article, abstract should be written in < 250 English words for such categories as Background, Method(s), Result(s) and Conclusion. Thus, the objectives, observations and results of an analysis of the current research should be described in a concisive manner. In cases of Case Report and Image of the Month, however, English abstract should be written in < 150 English word without a differentiation from the categories mentioned above. A Letter to the Editor and Editorial are not subject to these recommendations, except for which any manuscripts should have an English abstract.

■ Key words 

Three to five key words, reflecting the manuscript contents, should be included in an English abstract, and they should be written in MeSH (http://www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/mesh) terms of the Index Medicus. The fisr characters of each word should be written in a higher case.

■ Introduction 

Objectives of the current study should be described both concisively and clearly. Including the contents associated with the objectives, the background should also be described. 

■ Materials and Methods
Contents associated with the current study should be described in a very detailed manner in such an order as the study plan, the materials and the methods. Besides, the statistical methods for the results should also be clarified. In cases of clinical trials, the authentication and approval from the Institutional Review Board (IRB) should be mentioned. 

In cases of the mechanical equipments and reagents, the manufacturers, city and nationality should be specified in a parenthesis. 

■ Results
A detailed description of the study results should be arranged in a logical manner. In cases of experimental studies, the data should be described in tables. The contents shown in tables should not redundantly described in the main text. But statistical results should be described in the main text with a focus on the important trends and key points. 

■ Discussion
Study results should be described in such a manner that novel and important facts should be interpreted both concisively and clearly by not diplicatively describing them and thereby placing an emphasis on the discussion and conclusions. Based on this, within a possible range, the plausible hypothesis could be proposed. 

■ Acknowledgements
All those who greatly contributed to the current study although they were not the co-authors should be mentioned in the acknowledgement. All the financial coverages that were applied to the current study should also be metioned herein.
Acknowledgements should be written in English.
■ References
All the refereneces should be expressed in English. The number of references should not exceed 40 for the Original Article and Case Report. In cases of the Case Report and the Image of the Month, it should not exceed 15.

The order of the description of references should be mentioned according to Vancouver style based on the order of quotations in the main text. A quotation of the references to the main text should have a footnote next to the name of the authors or a superscript should be placed in the terminal part of each sentence. The notation of academic journals should be written using the words and acronyms whose use has been authenticated by Index Medicus. Unpublished data should not described in the references. In unavoidable cases, however, a parenthesis should be used in the main text and such expressions as “personal opinion exchange” or “data unknown” should be used. 

◦ The style of a footnote should observe the following principles:
e.g.: Lee1 is --.  -- 2,3-5.  -- does1,2, 

◦ Style of the mauscript description
1) Academic journals
A description should be done according to Vancouver style, whose order includes the name of authors, title. the year of issue;volume:page number. In cases of manuscripts which were written by co-authors, all the names of co-authors should also be described. In cases in which any manuscripts were written by more than seven authors, a description of authors is permitted up to six co-authors and the remaining authors should be omitted with “et al.". The name of authors should be described in such a manner that both family name and the first name should both be written in a higher case for Korean authors and the first character next to the family name should be written in a higher case for foreign authors.
e.g.) Korea: Park SK, Choi IH, Kim CM, Kim CT, Song SD. Clinical study of pulmonary tuberculosis for admitted patients at National Masan Tuberculosis Hospital. Tuberc Respir Dis 1997;44:241-50. 

Foreign countries: Drazen JM, Israel E, Boushey HA, Chinchilli VM, Fahy JV, Fish JE, et al. Comparison of regularly scheduled with as-needed use of albuterol in mild asthma. N Engl J Med 1996;335:841-7. 

2) Monographs
Monographs should be written in English in such an order as the authors. The tile of monographs. The number of editions. The location of a Publisher: publisher; the year of publication.

e.g.) Korea: The Korean Academy of Tuberculosis and Respiratory Diseases. Respiratory Diseases. 1st ed. Seoul: Koon Ja Publishing, Inc.; 2004. 

Foreign countries: Light RW. Pleural diseases. 5th ed. Philadelphia: Lippincott Williams & Wilkins; 2007. 

◦ The chapters of a monograph
Chapters of a monograph should be written in English in such an order as the name of authors. The title of chaper. The name of authors who edited the chapters. The number of editions. The location of a publisher: a publisher; the year of publication. The number of pages. 

e.g.) Korea: Ryu SH. Pulmonary vascular diseases. In: Han YC. Clinical pulmonology. Seoul: Ilchokak; 1990. p. 252-8. 

Foreign countries: McFadden ER Jr. Chapter 236. Asthma. In: Kasper DL, Braunwald E, Fauci AS, Hauser SL, Longo DL, Jameson JL, editors. Harrison's principles of internal medicine. 16th ed. New York: McGraw-Hill Co, Inc.; 2005. p. 1508-16. 

3) The methods for quoting unspecified literatures are based on International Committee of Medical Journal Editors Uniform Requirements for Manuscripts Submitted to Biomedical Journals: Sample References (http://www.nlm.nih.gov/bsd/uniform_requirements.html). 

■ Table
Tables should be prepared concisively with the addition of number and title in English. Tables should be given the numbers according to the quotations which were made in the main text, and they should be specified according to the following principles in the main text. 

e.g.) --- is represented (Table 1). Table 2 represents --- 

In the upper part of each table, the title was described. In the lower part, the descriptions and additional explanations should be given to acronyms which were used in tables. In cases in which notes or other explanations are needed, such symbols as *, †, ‡, §,∥, ¶, **, †† and ‡‡ should be additionally used in the lower part of each table. 

e.g.) BAL: bronchoalveolar lavage; ICU: intensive care unit; 

NS: not significant. 

   *p<0.001. †p<0.05. 

Study results could be understood simply by observing the tables without reading the main text. Horizontal lines shoud be drawn in a single line and the longitudinal ones should not be drawn. The title of table should be described using phrases and clauses in the upper part of each table. Only the first characters should be written in a higher case. Even within the same table, only the first characters of each category should be written in a higher case. 

Any tables that were identical to those published in other academic journals cannot be used herein.

■ Figure
Pictures should be submitted in such formats as graph, line drawing and photograph. All the pictures should be submitted in a format of the electronic files. The pictures should be clear and their resolution power should exceed 300 dpi. Besides, the pictures should be given the number and title in English. Their explanations should be made concisively in such a manner that readers can understand them even by reading figure legends. The pictures should be given the numbers according to the order of quotations which were made in the main text, which should be expressed according to the following principle:
e.g.) --- is shown (Figure 1). Figure 2shows --- 

Pictures should be included in an MicroSoft PowerPoint file (.ppt), which should be submitted individually from the original manuscripts.

Any pictures and photographs that were not taken by authors should be given the explanation about the quotations. 

Magnification power of the microscope should not be specified. The staining name and the magnification of electron microscopy of the specific staining methods should be restrictively specified.

Other matters
Copyrights for the published manuscripts about tuberculosis and respiartory diseases are owned by Tuberculosis and Respiratory Diseases. 

In cases of the published manuscripts, the publication fees which were determined by the Korean Academy of Tuberculosis and Respiratory Diseases should be paid to the current society.

In cases in which additional copies are needed, the number of additional copies should be specified on the title page of manuscripts. The expenses should be paid by the authors. 

In cases in which the contents of manuscripts were excessively prepared, the reduction can be recommeded or the expenses can be burdened to the authors to some extents.

In cases in which the specialized printing methods or papers are needed, the relevant expenses should be paid by the authors. In cases of the requested manuscripts by the Korean Academy of Tuberculosis and Respiratory Diseases, however, this is non-applicable.
